Goal: To promote play at a competitive level for U12-14/Grade 6-8 Boys & Girls.  
 


To be eligible to play:

U13
1. Players must be 12 years old (or under) on December 31, 2011 or in their first year of Grade 7 (or earlier grade) in September 2011. Grade 6 players are encouraged to participate.
1. Players who turn 13 after the 2012 New Year are eligible to participate. 

U14
1. Players must be 13 years old (or under) on December 31, 2011 or in their first year of Grade 8 (or earlier grade) in September 2011
1. Players who turn 14 after the 2012 New Year are eligible to participate. 


 Tryouts
1. $0 free!
1. Will take place June 6 – 10  
1. Open to all Players residing in Tri Cities (School District 43) or are existing players of TCYBA
1. Must complete a TCYBA membership online and register for tryout in advance online.
1. There is no limit on number of players accepted or teams to be formed
1. U12/Grade 6 players are invited to tryout for U13 teams
1. Players who have appropriate skill or potential will be selected and notified by June 11



Team Selection

· Players must attend evaluation in September to be drafted to a team
· Teams will consist of 10 to 12 players
· A and B teams will be created at U13 Level comprising of Grade 6 & 7 players











Fees:
1. Total $600
· $200 (paid online, upon acceptance to program, by June 12, 2011) 
· $200 (October 1, 2011)
· $200 (February 1, 2012)
1. Fees are non refundable due to advance commitment to tournaments and activities outside of the league
1. Any fees in excess of expenses will be returned at end of July

Coaching
· All coaches will have NCCP Community Certification (Level 1) or ongoing coaching development opportunities as approved by TCYBA.


Games & Practices
1. Two regular 1.5 hour practices per week targeting individual skill development. 			Proposed: Boys-Tuesday/Thursday  Girls- Monday/Wednesday
1. No scheduled games in TCYBA league (possible exhibition games Sept –Oct)
1. There may be extra team practices/games added at leagues discretion.
1. The teams may also participate in other leagues, play exhibition games against other clubs, etc.

  
Please Note
1. Players who are successful in team try-outs will just be on the one team all season, September through July.  The purpose behind this is to ensure proper development of players in accordance with LTAD and the leagues philosophies.  
1. As in all competitive play playing time is the coaches sole responsibility and decision, all players may not receive equal playing time, however all players meeting commitments will play. 
 

 

Expectations of Players

1. The commitment to this program is September to June.
1. We encourage players to participate in other activities but the expectation for players would be that if their basketball conflicts with other activities that their priority would go to basketball. 
1. Players will be expected to give priority to basketball – they should not be missing basketball in favour of another activity
1. Players are not going to be able to choose their practice time/location.  The players selected will be drafted to their teams and that is where they will play.  They should not expect to be able to play on the same team as their friends or to have control of which nights they will practice on.  
1. If the practice conflicts with soccer, hockey, etc. Players will need to change their other sport’s timing as we intend to have a fixed practice schedule.
1. Successful players must provide payment online to secure their spot in program, by June 12.  If we do not receive payment confirming acceptance by deadline we withdraw offer and the position may be offered to another player.
